Directions: From London, take the Northern Line (High Barnet branch) to Archway (not Highgate). On leaving the station, you can take a short bus ride up to Highgate village or turn left and walk up Highgate Hill (past the Whittington Hospital) until you get to St Joseph’s Church (obvious by its large green copper dome). Enter Waterlow Park on your left and go downhill across the park (past the duck ponds) to the Swain's Lane exit (below the tennis courts).  The walk takes about 20 minutes. The entry to Highgate is adjacent to the Swain’s Lane exit from Waterlow Park. Cross the street for the tour of the West Cemetary, which will begin at 3:15.
